JGEC Winter of Code is an Open Source event organized by developers of JGEC, with 

SRISTI 2020, the annual Techno-Management fest of JGEC.

There will be various projects available in Github, and you have to 
contribute in any of the projects. Each project will be assigned to a mentor who will be 
there to guide you in any stage. 

 

The program is designed in such a similar way to GSoC(one of the most prestigious 
OpenSource Program) to give you a taste of it, and to drive away the fear of 

participating in it.
